Instructions for preparing the final.

As always the basic rule is: 

All can come up which we have done in class,
Nothing may come up which we have not done in class.

The lay-out of the final is essentially the same as the lay-out of the midterm or the assignment:
Section A: The five short essay questions will be based on part two and part three (yet to be published) of the review questions. There will be one bonus question which may replace the weakest of the five regular questions.

Section B: A choice will be given of two out of three problems. One problem set will be taken from the materials covered in chapters one to five. The problems will be based on materials covered in the assignments and the exercises which I have handed out. I shall post additional exercises which cover the materials on game theory and applications.
Section C: A choice will be given of one out of two essay questions. One essay question will be taken from the materials covered in chapters one to five. A good preparation for the essay questions is to work through the review questions.
